NRC Evaluation Summary for 2007

In all, Art from Ashes (AfA) results were consistently 10 points higher than the national
average of all programs that took part in the NRC's Youth Outcome Network. As an
example:

o 89% reported that the environment was “safe and trusting” (national average: 78%)
o 93% reported a “supporting and caring environment” (national average: 77%)
o 88% reported that the staff helped them “feel important” (national average: 70%)
o 86% said that they learned “new things” at Art from Ashes (national average: 70%)

AfA's workshops at The Spot (national average: 64%)
« 88% said they were better able to express themselves through art (national average:
67%)

Life Skills
o 93% said they are better at listening to other people (national average: 66%)
